Judy Chicago, Rainbow Shabbat: Holocaust Project, 1993  

 
Judy Chicago is a convention-shattering artist, author 
and social activist, who found her voice in the battle for  
self-determination, freedom, tolerance and equality.  
This retrospective exhibition includes themes of life and 
holiday cycles, feminism, Holocaust, tikkun olam  or 
“healing the world,” art as social commentary, and 
multiculturalism.  
 
The educational opportunities offered in this exhibit 
cover the fields of social sciences, language arts, ethics 
in a multicultural society and the visual arts. Chicago’s 
themes can be explored with the students as they learn 
about the different artistic styles she uses to relate her 
message, such as symbolism, abstraction, conceptualism, 
minimalism, and geometry.

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Once Upon a Time, in Miami 
Beach, the South Beach 
neighborhood South of Fifth 
Street (SoFi) was the only 
place Jewish people were 
allowed to live. It was a 
Jewish ghetto. Through the 
years, SoFi became the home 
community for many other 
immigrant groups new to 
Miami. The history of “SoFi” 
can be found here in the 
buildings that remain as 
evidence of a people’s past. 
Students will learn about the 
elements of Art Deco 
architecture and historic 
preservation.

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Life Cyc les – Exploring Rites of Passage  
(Recommended for grades 5 - 12) 
 
A rite of passage, which marks a time when a person 
reaches a new and significant change in their life, is 
something that nearly all cultures recognize with 
ceremonies. Most rites help people to understand their 
new roles in society as well as indicating to others that 
an important change has taken place. Students who 
participate in this tour explore the cultural events that 
mark Jewish life cycle events, such as birth, bar/bat 
mitzvah, holidays, marriage and death. Using the 
Museum’s collection of material objects, students search 
the gallery for the symbolic meanings of these 
treasured objects and apply their new knowledge by 
relating it to their own lives and cultural backgrounds. 
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 CURRICULUM CONNECTIONS FOR JEWISH SCHOOLS PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS (CONTINUED) 
 Your visit to the Jewish Museum of Florida can be 

tailored to supplement any curriculum. Our diverse 
temporary exhibits and a variety of education programs 
offer opportunities for new learning experiences 
throughout the year. A visit to the Museum promotes 
Jewish continuity by strengthening Jewish identity and 
preserving memories. Our rabbis have said that our 
memories define us: “If your memories are Jewish, then 
you will be Jewish.” We explore themes of Jewish life, 
enabling the current generation to gain knowledge and a 
sense of connection to the Jewish history surrounding 
them. Florida’s Jews introduced visions of freedom, 
creativity and productivity and have left their footprints 
across the entire State. From this base, students can 
develop pride in being a part of the community and a 
sense of responsibility to pass on their Jewish heritage 
to future generations.

Immigrant Journeys to Florida    
(Recommended for grades 4 - 12) 
 
Every Florida family has an immigrant background. The 
stories, artifacts, historical documents and art in our 
Museum, while reflective of the Jewish experience in 
Florida, embrace the shared immigrant experience in our 
society. Students view an 18-minute film that chronicles 
the legacies of four Florida Jewish families over time. 
Students then engage in a visual art and/or creative 
writing activity, reflecting on knowledge gained from the 
exhibit, but linked to their own family stories and 
contributions.
